Etowah Environmental Services, Inc. (Etowah) has completed a Phase I Environmental Site

Assessment (ESA) of the Georgia Precision Welding and Machining, Inc. property located at

6668 McEver Road in Buford, Hall County, Georgia. The Phase I ESA was performed in general

conformance with ASTM Standard E1527-13 and with the US EPA’s All Appropriate Inquire

(AAI) rule. The findings of this Phase I ESA are presented below:

PROPERTY INFORMATION AND HISTORY

The subject property is a roughly rectangular-shaped 5.36-acre parcel located on the northwest

side of McEver Road in unincorporated Hall County, Georgia. The property is currently

developed with an industrial building that dates from 1993. The site building is a 10,000 square

foot, single-story metal structure that was built on a concrete slab foundation.

The historical information reviewed during this project indicated that the subject property was a

combination of cleared agricultural land and undeveloped wooded land from at least 1938

through 1973. The property was undeveloped and wooded from 1973 until the existing building

was constructed in 1993.

The site building was occupied by the LNS Machine Shop from 1993 through 2000. That

company operated a machining company similar to the current operation. Georgia Precision

Welding and Machining, Inc. operated on the subject property from 2000 until 2018. The facility

was not operational at the time of our Phase I ESA project.

 Etowah did observe oil staining on the interior concrete slab of the machine shop within

the site building. In our opinion the oil staining represents a de-minimis environmental

condition that has not likely caused an impact to subsurface soils or groundwater on the

property.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

We have performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment of the Georgia Precision Welding

and Machining, Inc. property located at 6668 McEver Road in Buford, Hall County, Georgia. Any

exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are described in the appropriate sections of this report.

This assessment has revealed no evidence of RECs, CRECs, HRECs or significant environmental

issues in connection with the property except for those previously identified in the Findings section

above.

Based on the observations made during our site reconnaissance and on the information reviewed

during the completion of this Phase I ESA, Etowah does not have any recommendations for

additional environmental investigations of the subject property at this time.

PROJECT INFORMATION

At the request of Mr. Sam Williamson of Williamson Brothers Realty and Auction Company,

Etowah Environmental Services, Inc. (Etowah) has completed a Phase I Environmental Site

Assessment (ESA) at the Georgia Precision Welding and Machining Inc. property located at

6668 McEver Road in Buford, Hall County, Georgia (Figure 1). It is our understanding that

Williamson Brothers Realty and Auction Company has been retained by the property owner to

place the facility up for a public auction. We also understand that our report will be used as part

of the auction marketing package for the subject property.

The objective of this Phase I ESA was to assess potential environmental concerns on the subject

property and to assess the potential for activities on nearby properties to have impacted the site.

SCOPE OF SERVICES

The Phase I ESA was performed in general conformance with the American Society for Testing

and Materials (ASTM) document ASTM E 1527-13 and with the Environmental Protection

Agency (EPA) Standards and Practices for All Appropriate Inquiries (40 CFR Part 312). The

purpose of our services was to identify existing and potential Recognized Environmental

Conditions (RECs), Controlled Recognized Environmental Conditions (CRECS) and Historical

Recognized Environmental Conditions (HREC) in connection with the subject property, based on

a review of readily available information and on site observations. The ASTM standard defines a

REC as follows:

The presence or likely presence of any hazardous substance or petroleum

products on a property under conditions that indicate an existing release, a past

release, or a material threat of a release of any hazardous substance or petroleum

product into structures on the property or into the ground, groundwater or

surface water of the property.

The term is

not intended to include de minimis conditions that generally do not present a

material risk of harm to public health or the environment and that generally

would not be the subject of an enforcement action if brought to the attention of

appropriate governmental agencies.

provided in Appendix C.

 Historical Aerial Photographs of the site and vicinity for the years 1938, 1943, 1951,
1960, 1967, 1973, 1988, 1993, 1999, 2005, 2006, 2007, 2009, 2010, 2012, 2014 and
2017. Copies of the historical aerial photographs are provided in Appendix D.

 Review of property ownership and tax records obtained from the Hall County Tax

Assessor’s office and website.

Site Reconnaissance – A visual reconnaissance of the site and of adjacent properties for obvious

indications of present or past activities that have or could have a significant environmental

impact to the site was made on February 26, 2019.

Interviews - The current owner of the subject property, (Mr. Edward Roberts), was interviewed

during the site reconnaissance on February 26, 2019.

LIMITATIONS

It should be noted that no environmental assessment can completely eliminate concern for

Recognized Environmental Conditions at an assessment site. The scope of work for this project

did not include subsurface testing of soil or groundwater, asbestos surveys and testing, lead paint

surveys, mold testing, radon gas evaluations, or an assessment of the presence of potential

jurisdictional wetlands on the subject property.

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PHYSIOGRAPHIC DESCRIPTION

Site and Area Geology

The subject property is situated in the Blue Ridge portion of the Piedmont Physiographic

Province. That part of the Piedmont located within Hall County is characterized by broad convex

ridge tops dissected by many drainage ways. The Piedmont Province is underlain by a complex

sequence of igneous and metamorphic rocks. These crystalline rocks represent some of the

oldest exposed rocks in the state. The metamorphic rocks consist mainly of regionally

metamorphosed older sedimentary sequences and igneous rocks, which have been subsequently

folded and intruded by younger materials. The metamorphic sequences are the predominant rock

type in the Piedmont. The area is underlain by metamorphic and igneous rocks that have been

subject to geologic erosion and generally are deeply weathered. This weathering has resulted in a

relatively thick layer of saprolite (unconsolidated, weathered rock) beneath the ground surface.

The estimated depth to competent bedrock at the subject property is estimated at approximately

20 to 40 feet below the ground surface.

Site Topography and Surface Drainage

The United States Geological Survey (USGS) Flowery Branch, Georgia Quadrangle 7.5-minute

series topographic map was reviewed for this ESA. According to the contour lines on the

topographic map, the subject property is located at approximately 1,100 to 1,140 feet above mean

sea level (msl). The contour lines in the area of the subject property indicate the area is sloping

moderately to the north-northeast toward the adjacent Big Creek, which is a part of Lake Lanier.

Groundwater

Groundwater in the Piedmont province typically occurs as an unconfined or semi-confined aquifer

condition. Recharge is provided by the infiltration of rainfall and surface water through the soil

overburden. More permeable zones in the soil matrix, as well as fractures, joints and

discontinuities in the underlying bedrock can affect groundwater conditions. The groundwater table

in the Piedmont is expected to be a subdued replica of the surface topography; consequently, we

anticipate that groundwater beneath the property would flow away from the property to the north-

northeast toward Big Creek.
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RECORDS REVIEW

USER PROVIDED INFORMATION

Title Records, Environmental Liens, Use Restrictions

No chain of tile or deed record was provided to Etowah as part of this project. Etowah obtained

site ownership information from a review of tax documents available on the Hall County Tax

Assessor’s website. The information obtained from the tax assessor’s website indicated that the

subject property is currently owned by Mr. Edward Roberts. The property is comprised of all or

portions of Hall County tax parcel 08160001003. The property is classified by Hall County as I-

3, Industrial.

The tax department records from Hall County did not indicate that any environmental liens or use

restrictions have been placed onto the property title.

ENVIRONMENTAL RECORDS

Etowah contracted Environmental Data Resources (EDR) to conduct a search of federal, state,

tribal, and local databases containing known and suspected sites of environmental contamination.

The number of listed sites identified within the approximate minimum search distance (AMSD)

from the Federal and State environmental records database listings specified in ASTM Standard

E 1527-13 are summarized in the following table. A copy of the regulatory database report is

included in Appendix C of this report.

The subject property was not identified in the regulatory database report.

In determining if a site is a potential environmental concern to the subject property in the records

summary table below, Etowah has applied the following criteria to classify the site(s) as low

concern: 1) the site(s) only hold an operating permit (which does not imply a release), 2) the

site(s) have been granted “No Further Action” by the appropriate regulatory agency, and/or 3)

based upon Etowah’s review, the distance and/or topographic position relative to the subject

property reduce the level of risk associated with the site(s).

The EDR report did not identify any listed sites identified within the approximate minimum

search distances.

HISTORICAL RECORDS

Etowah conducted a review of the historic USGS topographic maps, city directories, and

historical aerial photographs previously discussed. No Sanborn Map coverage was available for

the site vicinity. This historic records search is used to evaluate the potential environmental

impact of activities at the site or nearby properties.

A summary of the information obtained from our review of historical information is as follows:
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Aerial Photographs

Historical aerial photographs of the site and vicinity for the years 1938, 1943, 1951, 1960, 1967,

1973, 1988, 1993, 1999, 2005, 2006, 2007, 2009, 2010, 2012, 2014 and 2017 were obtained and

reviewed. The photographs were obtained from the University of Georgia Library and from

Google Earth.

The photographs from 1938 through 1951 appear to depict the subject property as being a

combination of cleared agricultural land and undeveloped wooded land. The land on the southern

portion of the property was cleared and the northern portion of the property was wooded. No

identifiable structures were evident on the property in those photographs. The nearby properties

were mostly cleared agricultural land to the south and wooded land to the north. The course of

McEver Road was farther to the south during those years. No readily apparent concerns were

evident in those photographs.

The photographs from 1960 through 1993 still depicted the subject property as being

undeveloped land. McEver Road had been moved to its current location by 1960. Lake Lanier

was also visible by 1960 to the north of the subject property.

All of the photographs from 1999 through 2017 depict the existing industrial building on the

subject property. Each of those photographs also depicted the adjacent properties as being

developed much the same as present day.

No obvious potential environmental concerns were evident from our review of the historical

aerial photographs. Copies of selected historical aerial photographs are provided in Appendix D.

Historical Sanborn Fire Insurance Maps

EDR provided a summary of their search of available Sanborn maps. The EDR search confirmed

that no Sanborn map coverage was available for the subject property vicinity.

Historical Topographic Maps

Copies of the USGS Flowery Branch, Georgia 7.5-minute series topographical quadrangle map

for the years 1964, 1973, 1999 and 2014 were reviewed. The 1964 and 1973 maps depicted the

subject property as being a combination of cleared agricultural land and undeveloped wooded

land. The 1999 map depicted the existing building on the subject property. The 2014 map did

not show individual buildings on the property. A portion of the 1999 topographic map was used

to prepare Figure 4A and a portion of the 1973 map was used to prepare Figure 4B.

Historical City Directories

Etowah reviewed historical city directories for Buford, Georgia for the years, 1987, 1992, 1997,

2002, 2007, 2012 and 2017. The historical directories were reviewed in the Fulton County

Library in Atlanta, Georgia.
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Etowah noted that the address 6668 McEver Road was listed in the directories from 1997

through 2002 as being occupied by the LNS Machine Shop. The directories from 2007 through

2017 listed the property as being occupied by Georgia Precision Welding and Machine, Inc.

Previous Environmental Reports

No previous Environmental reports were provided to Etowah as part of this project.

INTERVIEWS

The current owner of the subject property, (Mr. Edward Roberts), was interviewed during the

site reconnaissance on February 26, 2019. Mr. Roberts stated that he bought the property with a

partner in 2000. He said that the building had been built in 1993 and that it was used by the

LNS Machine Shop from 1993 through 2000. He said that LNS Machine shop had operated the

same type of business as Georgia Precision Welding and Machine, Inc. Mr. Roberts stated that

to his knowledge, no underground or above-ground storage tanks had every been located on the

subject property. He said that a septic system was present on the back side of the site building

and that the septic system only received domestic waste water from restrooms in the building.

Mr. Roberts also stated that neither LNS Machine shop or Georgia Precision Welding and

Machine, Inc. had used, stored, or generated hazardous materials on the subject property. He

said that no chlorinated metal parts de-greasers, water based cutting oils and coolants had been

used by both companies in the machine tooling equipment.

Mr. Roberts stated that used oils generated by the business were stored in a drum onsite until they

were removed by a commercial waste oil disposal company. Metal cuttings were also stored in

drums onsite and the cuttings were taken off-site for recycling by a metals recycling company.
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SITE AND AREA RECONNAISSANCE

SITE USE AND CONDITION

Mr. Dennis P. Popham, P.G., reviewed the previously described historical and regulatory

information, and subsequently conducted a site and area reconnaissance on February 26, 2019.

The site reconnaissance was performed on foot and the area reconnaissance was a driving tour.

Current Site Use

The subject property is currently a vacant industrial building that was formerly occupied by

Georgia Precision Welding and Machining, Inc. At the time of the site reconnaissance, the

business was not operational. Approximately eleven machine tools and metals saws remained in

the building.

The following observations were made during Etowah’s reconnaissance of the subject property.

Storage Tanks: No evidence of the presence of underground storage tanks was noted on the

subject property. One rusty steel vessel was noted behind the building. According to Mr.

Roberts, the vessel had never been used on the property and that a former employee had intended

to turn the vessel into a barbeque grill.

Most of the machine tools inside the building contain reservoirs within the bases of the

equipment. The reservoirs contain a combination of coolant for the machines and cutting oils.

Odors: No unusual odors were noted.

Pools of Liquid: No pools of liquid were observed on the property. The reservoirs in some of

the machine tools still contained some amounts of coolant and cutting oils. The liquids in the

reservoirs did not appear to be an environmental concern.

Drums: One partially full drum of cutting oil was noted on the site inside the site building. The

drum of cutting oil did not appear to be an environmental concern.

Hazardous Containers, Petroleum Product Containers, and Unidentified Substance

Containers: Approximately four 5-gallon containers were noted in the rear of the shop. The

cans contained parts cleaner and hydraulic oils for the machine tools. The containers did not

appear to be an environmental concern.

PCBs (Electrical Transformers): Three pole-mounted electrical transformers are located on

the north side of the building. Those transformers are owned by the Georgia Power Company.

The units are unlikely to contain PCBs and do not represent significant environmental concerns.
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Heating and Cooling: The building is heated and cooled by central HVAC units located on the

northwest side of the building.

Stains and Corrosion (Building Interior): Moderate to minor oily stains were noted on the

concrete floors inside the building around the machine tools and metals saw. In our opinion the

staining represents de-minis environmental conditions. The stain cutting oils were managed by

applying oil sorbent to the concrete floors. According to Mr. Roberts, the used sorbent material

was disposed in the dumpsters.

Drains and Sumps: None were observed on the subject property.

Pits, Ponds and Lagoons: No pits, pond, or lagoons were observed on the property.

Stained Soil or Pavement: No significant areas of staining were observed on the subject

property other than the stains around the machine tool equipment.

Stressed Vegetation: None was observed.

Solid Waste: No evidence of onsite solid waste disposal was observed.

Septic Systems: The site building is connected a domestic septic system located on the north

side of the building. Domestic septic systems are not a significant environmental concern.

Imported Soil: No evidence of imported soils was observed on the subject property.

Etowah’s investigation has revealed the following

environmental issues associated with the subject property or nearby properties:
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 No environmental issues were identified during the course of this Phase I ESA.

 Etowah did observe oil staining on the interior concrete slab of the machine shop. In our

opinion the oil staining represents a de-minimis environmental condition that has not

likely caused an impact to subsurface soils or groundwater on the property.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

We have performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment of the Georgia Precision Welding

and Machining Inc. property located at 6668 McEver Road in Buford, Hall County, Georgia. Any

exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are described in the appropriate sections of this report.

This assessment has revealed no evidence of RECs, CRECs, HRECs or environmental issues in

connection with the property except for those previously identified in the Findings section above.

Based on the observations made during our site reconnaissance and on the information reviewed

during the completion of this Phase I ESA, Etowah does not have any recommendations for

additional environmental investigations of the subject property at this time.
